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Utah is earthquake country. 
Earthquakes can strike at any time 
without warning, causing major 
damage to homes and critical 
infrastructure. They are almost 
always followed by aftershocks that 
can be even larger than the initial 
quake. Estimates in the  Journal of 
Geophysical Research show that 
the probability of a major 
earthquake along the Wasatch fault 
alone may be 13% in 50 years and 
25% in 100 years. Additionally, the 
probability for an earthquake on the 
Salt Lake segment of the Wasatch 
fault may be as high as 75% in 100 
years.
